Your trip starts at Geneva Airport where our staff will meet you
before the transfer to your first hotel, the 15th century Chateau des
Comtes de Challes near Chambery. Before lunch we’ll have a brief
Orientation Meeting followed by the bike-build where our
mechanics will be on hand if you need help preparing your bike.

You’ll kick off your week in the Alps with a magnificent ride into the
Massif des Bauges Natural Park and your first Alpine climb, the
“Categorie 1” climb to the Col de Marocaz.

Col de la Croix de Fer

A quintessential Alps ride today featuring several legendary Tour
de France climbs.

After a short transfer to La Chambre, you’ll head along the
Maurienne Valley for 8km. As you’re riding along the valley you’ll
notice a steep cliff on your left hand side with what looks like a road
weaving its way up the almost vertical cliff face. Welcome to Les
Lacets de Monvernier, an incredible road carved into the side of
the mountain and incorporating 17 switchbacks in just 3km! From
the Lacets you’ll ride along the valley to Jean de Maurienne where
you’ll start the legendary climb to the Col de la Croix de Fer, then
continue on to the Col du Glandon before the long descent back to
La Chambre. Bon courage!

Since the Col de la Loze was paved in 2019, it has become the
most challenging climb of the Tour de France. Today is your
opportunity to test your climbing skills on this monster climb which
boasts an average grade of 7.5% over 21.5km, and a maximum
grade of 24%!

Our Logistics Team will have set up our Race-Viewing Hospitality
Marquee on the climb which will be buzzing with thousands of
passionate fans excited to see the Tour de France on this
spectacular climb. Enjoy the race atmosphere from the comfort of
our Private Hospitality Marquee. Food, drinks, and satellite TV race
coverage will keep you entertained as you wait for the peloton to
approach.

Massif des Bauges Natural Park

Stunning cycling is a common theme throughout the French Alps,
but few regions can match the Massif des Bauges Natural Park.
Incredible scenery, big climbs and super-quiet roads combine to
make this one of the top cycling destinations in the Alps – and your
entire ride today takes place in this natural paradise.

The ride starts with the 18km climb to the Col des Pres. From the
summit of this climb you’ll head deep into the natural park, a real
paradise for cyclists. Next up is the famous Mont Semnoz, the final
climb of the 100th edition of the Tour de France back in 2013 when
Nairo Quintana was first over the finish line. From Semnoz enjoy
the descent and a rolling section before starting the final climb of
the day to the Col de Plainpalais and the final descent back to the
hotel and the end of a magnificent day on the bike.

After breakfast you’ll head over to Moirans en Montagne to
experience the start of Stage 19 of the Tour de France. You’ll have
privileged access to the VIP Departure Village, a great place to
mingle and meet the riders as they relax and warm-up before the
start of today’s stage. Once the peloton takes off on their 173km
ride to Poligny, you’ll transfer to your next hotel in the heart of the
Vosges mountains, perfectly situated close to tomorrows race
route.

The penultimate stage and the organisers have designed a real
thriller of a stage to close out the 2023 Tour de France. The Tour
stage includes 8 categorised climbs, our ride has 5 categorised
climbs, the final 3 climbs on the actual race route! If the GC
classification is still pretty close, this final stage will blow the race
apart for sure.

Your ride starts from the hotel and we pick up the race route after
15km on the Col de Grosse Pierre. Expect huge crowds to cheer
you over each of the next 4 climbs – but remember to save
something in the legs, the last 2 climbs over the Petit Ballon and
the Col de Platzerwasel are killers.

On arriving at the Finish in Le Markstein, you’ll have the unique
experience of riding your bike across the Official Finish Line just a
few hours ahead of the peloton – followed by a photo shoot on the
Official Podium. We’ll round off an amazing Tour de France day by
witnessing the Race Finish from the VIP Finish Line Tribune in Le
Markstein.
