A magnificent Alpine ride today featuring the incredible Lacets de
Montvernier (the shoe-strings of Montvernier).

After a short transfer to La Chambre, you’ll head along the
Maurienne Valley for 8km. As you're riding along the valley you'll
notice a steep cliff on your left hand side with what looks like a road
weaving its way up the almost vertical cliff face. Welcome to Les
Lacets de Montvernier, an incredible road carved into the side of
the mountain and incorporating 17 switchbacks in just 3km! From
the summit of Les Lacets you'll continue climbing for another 5km
to the Col du Chaussy. From there, enjoy the 15km descent back to
La Chambre!

Massif des Bauges Natural Park

Stunning cycling is a common theme throughout the French Alps,
but few regions can match the Massif des Bauges Natural Park.
Incredible scenery, nice climbs and super-quiet roads combine to
make this one of the top cycling destinations in the Alps.

Your ride starts with a lovely descent through farmland and
vineyards to the Isere river valley. You'll ride along the valley for a
few km before reaching the village of Cruet which signals the start
of the climb to the Col du Marocaz. The summit lies 9km up the
road at an elevation of almost 1000m. From the summit, enjoy the
mostly downhill final 15km back to the hotel!
